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5	Installing the USB Driver

5.1	System Requirements for SC / MC

�� PC running Microsoft Windows XP, Vista, 7 or 8.

�� A free USB 1.1 or 2.0 connector.

�� 10 MB hard disk space.

The driver “FAULHABER USB Adapter” is used to operate the programming board via the USB inter-
face. 

This driver is included in the setup package of FAULHABER Motion Manager.

5.2	Setup instructions

5.2.1	 Speed Controller
1.		 Connect the programming board with a standard USB cable type B to the PC.

2.		 Connect the power supply to UP and GND.

Note The maximum voltage of UP depends on the 
speed controller, the minimum voltage is 5 V.

3.		 A new hardware will be found.

4.		 The Motion Manager is now useable together with the programming board.

5.2.2	 Motion Controller

1.		 Connect the adapter board with a standard mini USB cable to the PC.

2.		 Connect the power supply to 24 Volt and GND.

3.		 A new hardware will be found.

4.		 The Motion Manager is now useable together with the adapter board.
